Serves non-Salt Lake County residents, Ogden and Provo, in cases involving divorce, child custody, and protective orders). Cost is based on income and financial need. There are no fees required. Hours of availability are Monday through Friday 9:00 a.m. to 2:00 p.m. Appointments are required and can be made by calling and speaking with a intake worker who will determine if you qualify for services based on the information provided. An online intake system is available for Spanish speaking clients at https://onlineintake.utahlegalservices.org?set_language=es. The interview will be completed online, after which the client can make an appointment for intake to call them or they can call intake during regular work hours to complete the eligibility process. If the client chooses to call intake, they will be immediately moved to priority status. If qualification is determined you may be directly transferred to an attorney or one will contact you back within a few days. Guardians ad litem are appointed by the court and represent to the court the wishes of the child and argue what action would be in the best interest of the child.  The appointment in Juvenile court is triggered by the removal of a child from his or her home by the Division of Child and Family Services, or by the filing of a petition alleging abuse, neglect, or dependency.  In the District or Circuit court (in criminal, custody, or visitation cases which involve allegation of abuse or neglect) the court may appoint a guardian ad litem on its own motion.

VINE is a free service offered by the State of Utah in cooperation with the Utah’s law enforcement community.  Register to receive automated messages by telephone or email when a particular offender is released, transferred, escapes or when a court hearing is scheduled.  VINElink is the online version of VINE.  This service allows crime victims to obtain timely and reliable information about criminal cases and the custody status of offenders 24 hours a day.  Victims and other concerned citizens can also register to be notified by phone, email, or TTY device when an offender’s custody status changes.
PROTECTIVE ORDERS

OBTAINING A PROTECTIVE ORDER:

If you or your children are the victims of domestic violence or child abuse, Legal Aid attorneys and paralegals can help you obtain a protective order.  This service is provided on a walk-in basis at the Matheson Courthouse, Room W17, 450 South State Street, Salt Lake City, Utah.  To get a protective order you must show that you have been harmed or threatened with harm, and that you are a “cohabitant” with the other person which includes: 
       Currently married / live as if married / divorced 

Reside or have resided in the same residence



       Related by blood or marriage



Have children or an unborn child together 
The protective order process takes 3-6 hours.  If you have children it is recommended that you get childcare or contact the Family Support Center Crisis Nursery.  During that time you will complete an information packet, meet with a paralegal, and go with Legal Aid’s “runner” to get a Judge to sign your temporary protective order.  The temporary order or “ex parte order” is valid from when the other person is served the order until the court hearing which will be within 20 days.  A Legal Aid attorney will represent you at the hearing where you ask for an on-going protective order.  Protective orders can order the other person not to harm or threaten you, stay away from your residence, school, or employment, and restrain them from having contact with you.  Protective orders can also include “civil orders” that deal with issues of custody, visitation and child support, however, these “civil orders” only last 150 days.  Be sure to bring a photo identification card, and any other documentation such as medical reports, police reports or legal documents that support the case.

They currently accept Medicaid, Medicare, Cigna, PCN, CHIP, and other health insurance plans and will continue adding insurances until they accept most major forms of insurance. Proof of income is required for the sliding fee discount program. With proof of income and a photo ID, patients can qualify for a primary care visit starting as low as $25 and up based on income level. Clinic hours are Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday and Friday 8:00 am to 5:00 pm and Thursday 12:00 pm to 8:00 pm. Call (801) 417-0131 for an appointment.

The mobile medical unit reaches disparate communities that experience cultural, language, and transportation barriers in accessing healthcare. The Mobile Clinic Program works with 24 different community based organizations in Salt Lake and Tooele counties providing primary healthcare services for the underserved. Services are free of charge. At the mobile clinic, healthy lifestyles education, eye care including eye exams and prescriptions for lenses, screening for chronic and acute illness, treatment and referrals are performed. The clinic is out two to three times a week in different locations. Please call (385) 212-4802 for locations and times.  

Utah Partners for Health partners with healthcare providers in for-profit healthcare clinics who donate customary billing to patients. Those who are low income, medically underserved, and live within Magna, West Valley City, Kearns, Glendale, Rose Park, and Tooele County are eligible for the In-Clinic Program. This includes patients who cannot afford medical care covered by traditional insurance carriers, and who are not eligible for Medicaid. To be eligible for the In-Clinic program, one must be uninsured or underinsured, have a household income of less than 55% of median income (approximately $35,000 for a family of four), and have a current medical need. Services include medical care, preventive dental, eye care, physical therapy, radiology, and counseling.

The Primary Care Network (PCN) is a health plan offered by the Utah Department of Health.  It covers services administered by a primary care provider. The federal government requires PCN enroll more parents than people without children.  Because of this, PCN may schedule separate enrollment times for parents and those without children.  To qualify as a parent, you must have children age 18 or younger living at home with you.  Yearly enrollment fee is $50, $25, or $15 depending on your income, low co-pay amounts.  Covers visits to primary care provider, four prescriptions per month, Dental exams, dental x-rays, cleanings and fillings, immunizations, eye exams, routine lab services and x-rays, Emergency room visits (restrictions apply), Emergency medical transport, Birth control methods, diabetes control supplies.
